The Western Monarch Thanksgiving and New Year’s Counts have concluded for the winter of 2021/2 and 
a total of 283 sites were surveyed for monarchs. That is an impressive accomplishment considering all of 
the surveys were conducted during the pandemic, and it is an all-time record high volunteer effort! 
Surprisingly, this year, nearly 250,000 monarchs were counted at overwintering sites in the West. The 
final tally came to 247,237, a significant uptick from last year's count of under 2,000 butterflies. However, 
the population remains more than 95% below its size in the 1980s, when low millions were observed most 
years. The New Year's Count concluded on Sunday, January 9th and the data will be officially released in 
late February, 2022.
